Origin: Once a part of Gilmanton called Gunstock Parish, this town was named for a key
battle at the end of the revolution, the Battle of Guilford Court House, North Carolina. The
American forces managed to deplete Cornwallis's army so they were forced to retreat,
leading to the surrender at Yorktown. Sargent Lemuel B. Mason, who had fought in that
battle, had retired to Gunstock Parish. As the town's oldest citizen when it was incorporated
in 1812, Sargent Mason had the honor of selecting a name, and he chose Gilford. North
Carolina's Guilford Court House has long since been renamed Martinsville.

The 2014 Census estimate for Gilford was
7,142 residents, which ranked 44th among New Hampshire's incorporated cities and
towns.
