Employment Projections estimates
changes in employment for industries and
occupations.

e Applying for a grant? Get statistics for grant
applications, such as population or industry
employment levels.

e Do your employees need training?
Use NSCITE for information on educational
institutions who may offer in-house training
classes, cooperative education programs, or
student intern placements.

e Are you trying to calculate salary increases?
The Consumer Price Index (CPI), which
measures the average change in pricesin a
fixed market basket of goods and services, is
commonly used to determine salary increases.
